Be presently commissioned as a Peace Officer, not being out of
active police service / school for more than one year (365 days)
at the time of appointment as acceptable by the Ohio Peace
Officer Training Commission.

Be in good physical condition to meet the demands in the police
service.

Successfully complete one (1) year probation.
